DON'T MOVE THEM

FIRST AID

If you have been trained and

it is safe to do so, administer

first aid/CPR/AED

EVACUATION

In the event of an official
notification, evacuate
using the nearest exit

If safe, take essential
personal possessions

If safe, secure hazardous
or sensitive materials

Proceed to the nearest exit
DO NOT use elevators

Help those requiring
assistance; if you are unable,
